Theft x2 @ local village shop – Bike stolen from outside shop. Shoplifting of alcohol CCTV being circulated.  . 

Burglary – Business property broken into on Preston new road. Awaiting forensic results. £1000 pounds worth of stock taken. House to house enquiries done.

Assaultx2 – Both assaults occurred at residential homes for the elderly and both assaults were inflicted on carers. Suspects both suffer with dementia/Alzheimer.
Criminal Damage – Sign pulled down from local business. Offender dealt with.

Assault – young female assaulted on The Mede by children of a similar age all children involved spoken with and are being dealt with by the local CBM.

Theft - fixed post box stolen from outside residential property within the village. 

b) Public Participation
A member of the public reported that there was a strong objection to some of the equipment that was being proposed for the re-vamping of the Memorial park. She had started a petition as she thought the equipment (e.g. MUGA & Zip wire) would attract older youths and this would create anti-social behaviour. It was stated that the final version of the proposal had not yet been submitted to Council and the group would be invited to attend the meeting when the Council considered these proposals.

Mr A Holt again gave a summary of his concerns regarding the way the Council had dealt with his recent Planning application and he stated that he had contacted Fylde Borough Council who informed him that it was unable to help him as no names were mentioned in the Council minutes. The Clerk re-iterated that it was Council policy not to name individuals and if Mr. Holt wished to make a complaint it should be against the Council as decisions were collectively made.
3) To record Declaration of interest from members in any item to be discussed.

Councillor Mrs. Cartmell declared a personal interest in item 10.
a) To read and approve the minutes of the following meetings:

a) The Parish Council meeting held on Monday 1st September 2014 

b) The Communications committee meeting held on Monday 8th September 2014 

It was resolved that the minutes of the above meetings, previously circulated, be approved and signed by the Chairman.

a) To review the Clerk’s report

The contents were noted.

It was agreed that the Feasibility study, for the improvements to the AWS area, should be progressed, as the expenditure had previously been agreed, in principle.  
It was agreed that the Clerk should write to the owners of the land behind the six shops, on Lytham road, requesting that the land should continue to be used as a free car park.

It was agreed, in principle that a defribulator should be purchased for the Rawstorne Centre.

a) Finance

a) Ratification of accounts paid by Clerk 
It was resolved to approve the expenditure.
b) Monthly budget statements 
The Monthly budget statements were noted.
c) To consider the estimate for replacing the backing boards and locks for the Noticeboard 
It was resolved to accept a quotation of £317.82, including VAT, for new backing boards and locks.
d) To consider the estimate for solar panel light on the noticeboard 
It was resolved to accept the quotation of £79.99, including VAT, for 2 solar panel lights.

e) To approve the estimate of £160 for providing the PA system for the Remembrance Sunday service.
It was resolved to accept the quotation of £160, plus VAT, for the PA system for each of the Remembrance Sunday service and the Tree Lighting service.
a) To review the amendment to the Standing Orders as outlined in the correspondence from LALC. 
The Clerk reported that the Standing Orders will be changed to reflect the Government’s decision to allow the recording of Parish Council’s meetings once NALC has revised the model Standing Orders.

It was resolved that there should be an item, at the beginning of every agenda, to ask if anyone present at a meeting will be filming, taking photographs or making an audio recording of the meeting.

a) To review the 2005 Parish Plan
Councillor Robb reported that the plan has been updated and the only major item outstanding was the re-vamping of the Rawstorne centre.
The revised Plan was noted.

a) To consider the draft guidelines for holding public meetings.
It was resolved to adopt the proposed guidelines previously submitted.

a) To consider a response to the complaint regarding an incident in the Memorial park
It was resolved to take no further action in view of the report received from the Police that contradicted some of the events in the complaint.

a) To receive an update from meetings held with other Organisations and Bodies
It was reported that the Club Day committee had not yet agreed on a solution for the additional railing to be installed around the storage container. Councillor Mrs. Delany agreed to progress.

It was reported that the Club day committee would not agree to the Football club storing the new goal posts in the locked storage area behind the Centre.

It was reported that Tracy Morrison, from FBC, had issued guidelines for the declaration of interests relating to Fracking. She had suggested that if anyone had any concerns about declaring an interest they should contact her.

It was reported that LCC will continue to reduce the price it pays for the grass cutting contract within the Village. The Clerk indicated that the Council will have to decide if it should subsidize this contract when it sets the Budget for the next financial year.

There were reports that there were concerns regarding the new road system near to the Barrett Homes development.
